To Your Excellency Governor General

The Prospectors, mining for gold in the Yukon, ask:

I. That each prospector be given one packet of instructions, free of charge.
II. That each prospector be given the opportunity to barter various building materials from each family camp for technobills.
III. That each prospector be given the chance to become a member of a prospecting family.

IV. That each family be given the chance to create their own name.

V. That safety glasses be provided, free of charge, for all said prospectors, during any in-company building time.

VI. That jinx wood, various materials, and use of tools be provided for bartering purposes.



VII. That each prospector be provided with one folder, of some type, in which to store all designs and sketches of said prototype.

VIII. That one class provision be given for sketching, designing, and discussing individual prototypes.

IX. That a minimum of two 60 minute class provisions be given for the construction of individual prototypes.

X. That one accountant be established in each family setting and that said accountant be provided with one accountant book, free of charge.  And that said accountant will record all transactions for each member in his/her family.

XI. That each family be allowed time to present their RPT’s to the Governor General and all Commander-in-Chiefs involved.
XII. That each prospector, aware that bartering plays a major role in this Klondike Gold Rush era, be allowed to scour his/her home camp in order to look for as many bartering items as he/she can find.  

XIII. That each family be permitted to keep what said family needs and that said family be permitted to barter the rest of their items with either the HBC or fellow prospectors.
