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* Assessment isthe process of gathering information from a variety of sources (including assignments,day-to-day observations and conversations/conferences, demonstrations,
projects, performances, and tests) that accurately reflects how well a student is achieving the curriculum expectationsin a subject. As part of assessment, teachers provide students
with descriptive feedback that guides their efforts towards improvement. Evaluation refers to the process of judging the quality of student work on the basis of established
achievement chart criteria, and assigning a value to represent that quality. In Ontario elementary schoals, the value assigned to the Final Gradewill be in the form of aletter

grade for Grades 1 to 6 and a percentage grade for Grades 7 and 8.
