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Community Need
For 2010, one of the goals of the Early Learning Program (ELP) is to locate a portion of the spaces in
schools serving low-income families.

Minimal Impact on Existing Child Care and Early Years Programs

In developing the best solutions for four and five year olds in their communities, boards will need to
take into account the local availability of licensed child care. Boards will need to consider whether the
community will be best served by selecting schools with existing child care programs, schools near
existing licensed child care, or schools in neighbourhoods where no child care is currently available for
four and five year olds.

Student Achievement

Each board will need to identify schools where students would benefit significantly from the increased
learning opportunities, offered by the ELP. This may include schools where many families struggle with
poverty, language issues or other challenges. It may include schools where student achievement is
static and students would benefit from increased learning and individual attention.

Readiness to Implement
Boards will need to assess the level of community and school readiness to support ELP implementation.

Each school board, working with coterminous boards and municipalities, will recommend where the
new full-day early learning programs will be introduced for 2010-2011. Schools that are recommended
by school boards will be submitted to the Ministry of Education for review and announced in the new
year. Schools that are not selected will continue to offer current programming.

The London District Catholic School Board looks forward to this educational and faith development
opportunity for our youngest learners and their families.
